Summary. This regulation on veterinary health services has 
been revised. This regulation establishes the U.S. Army Veter• 
inary Corps as The Executive Agent for Department of De­
fense (DOD) Veterinary Services as authorized by DOD Di­
rective 6015.5. It announces policy pertaining to the author­
iz~d treatment of Government-owned, privately-owned, and 
Morale Support Activities-owned animals. This regulation 
updates measures for the control of rabies, other animal dis­
eases and conditions, stray animal control procedures, the fis­
cal administration of Army veterinary service nonappropri­
ated funds, and medical records required for military working 
dogs. It prescribes three new forms: DD Form 2342 (Animal 
Facility Sanitation Checklist), DD Form 2343 (Veterinary 
Health Record), and DD Form 2344 (Veterinary Treatment 
Record). 

Appllcablllty. This regulation applies to the Active Army, 
Air Force, Navy, and Marine Corps. It does not apply to any 
Services' National Guard or Reserves. 

Impact on New Manning System. This regulation does not 
contain information that affects the New Manning System. 

Supplementation. Local limited supplementation of this 
regulation is permitted but is not required. If supplements are 
issued, major service commands will furnish one copy to 
HQDA(DASG-VCS), Sl 11 Leesburg Pike, Falls Church, VA 
22041-32S8; other commands will furnish one copy of each to 
the next higher headquarters. 

Interim changes. Interim changes to this regulation are not 
official unless they are authenticated by The Adjutant Gener­
al, Headquarters, Department of the Army (HQDA).

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Chapter 1 
Introduction 

1-1. Purpose 
This regulation prescribes policies, responsibilities, and 
procedures for the provision of veterinary health serv­
ices. The objectives of the Army veterinary health serv­
ices are to-

a. Respond to the veterinary service requirements of 
all components of the Department of Defense (DOD) in 
time of peace, war, international conflict, or natural 
disaster. 

b. Provide complete veterinary medical care of all 
Government animals. 

c. Provide control of diseases and conditions com­
mon to man and other animals (zoonotic diseases) and 
other communicable diseases or conditions in the mili-
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tary community. 
d. Provide professional support of training programs 

involving animal models. 
e. Provide humane medical treatment, care, use, and 

handling of animals. 
/. Provide emergency medical treatment of privately­

owned animals and treatment of animal diseases and 
conditions presenting a health threat to the military 
community.

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Chapter 2 
General Responsibilities and Functions 

2-1. Heads of DOD agencies and the Services 
These officials will-

a. Use the Army veterinary services. 
b. Coordinate peacetime and mobilization require­

ments for veterinary services in a timely manner. 

2-2. The Army Assistant Surgeon General for Vet• 
erlnary Services 

The Army Assistant Surgeon General for Veterinary 
Services will-

a. Act on behalf of The Secretary of the Army and 
The Surgeon General as The Executive Agent for DOD 
veterinary services. 

b. Ensure uniform use of veterinary services through­
out DOD. 

c. Advise the military police or security police and 
other DOD elements on the veterinary medical aspects 
of the Military Working Dog Program and other pro­
grams using Government-owned animals. This will in­
clude-

(1) Health. 
(2) Physical standards. 
(3) Training methods. 
(4) Training standards. 
(5) Nutrition. 
(6) Housing.· 
(7) Research. 
(8) Procurement. 
(9) Acceptance policies. 

2-3. Commanders of major DOD commands and 
Installations 

These commanders will support and lend command em­
phasis to a program to-

o. Effectively prevent and control diseases and condi­
tions of animals which are common to humans and ani­
mals (wild and domestic). 

b. Control and prevent animal diseases and condi­
tions of environmental, community, or economic sig­
nificance. 

c. Protect and maintain the health and welfare of 
Government-owned animals. 

d. Ensure humane care and use of all animals. 

2-4. DOD installation director of health serv­
ices (DHS) 

The OHS will-
a. Provide veterinary health services in support of all 

DOD component activities within their geographic area 
of responsibility. 

b. Inform and advise installation commanders re­
garding animal diseases and conditions which can affect

the health or welfare of the installation. 
c. Provide Animal Disease Prevention am! Control 

(ADPAC) programs against health threats to personnel 
authorized medical care by the DOD, their animals, or 
Government-owned animals. 

2-5. Veterinary staff officers, veterinary unit com-
manders, and veterinary service officers 

Veterinary Corps officers (VCOs) are graduates of an 
American Veterinary Medical Association ac­
credited school of veterinary medicine and maintain Ii­
censure or certification according to AR 40-67. All 
VCOs accomplishing duties uescribed in this regulation 
are licensed veterinarians in at least one State or terri­
tory of the United States. Generally, the senior Army 
veterinary officer ut any level of command is dirl'ctly re­
sponsible to the senior U.S. Army Medical Corps offi­
cer in his or her chain of command. This veterinary offi­
cer serves as a staff officer to the installation command­
er and the senior installation medical officer as their 
technical advisor on veterinary service matters. VCOs 
and commanders at all levels arc responsible for the fol­
lowing: 

a. Government-owned animal support. In this capac­
ity veterinary personnel will-

(1) Coordinate the veterinary medical aspects of 
the Military Working Dog Program with military and 
security police and/or Naval investigative service and 
other relevant activities. 

(2) Coordinate the veterinary medical aspects of 
supporting other Government-owned animals with the 
appropriate agencies. 

(3) Conduct visits to make sure that feeding, hous­
ing, veterinary medical care, and animal husbandry are 
adequate; that humane standards of housing, handling, 
and use are maintained; and that medical records are 
properly maintained. 

(4) Provide complete veterinary medical and surgi­
cal care for military working dogs (MWDs) and other 
Government-owned animals. 

(5) Instruct handlers and supervisors on the health, 
care, and management of MWDs and other Govern­
ment-owned animals. Emergency first aid procedures 
and nuclear, biological, and chemical (NBC) protective 
measures for the animals must be taught. 

(6) Supervise maintenance of veterinary medical 
records for MWDs and other Government-owned ani­
mals. 

(7) Conduct sanitary inspections of MWD kennels, 
Government-owned animal stables, cages, pastures, en­
closures, and other related support facilities, at least 
once each 3 months. On Navy and Marine Corps instal­
lations, environmental sanitation inspections are a med­
ical department responsibility. They are normally con­
ducted by Navy preventive medicine personnel accord­
ing to NA VMED P-117 (see app A), which concerns 
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Navy environmental medicine, and NAVMED P-5010 
(see app A), which concerns Navy preventive medicine, 
unless otherwise specified by an interservice support 
agreement. 

(8) Provide veterinary support for research activi­
ties using animal models. Support will include review of 
research protocols and care and use of animals accord­
ing Lo AR 70-18/SECNAVlNST 3900.38/AFR 169-2/ 
DARPAlNST 18/DNAlNST 3216.l/USUHSlNST 
3203. 

(9) Review and approve any plans for new con­
struction or modification of existing kennels, stables, 
cages, pastures, enclosures, or other animal support or 
holding facilities. 

b. Control and prevention of animal diseases and 
conditions. ln this capacity, veterinary personnel will­

(1) Ensure the investigation of animal diseases and 
recommend measures for their prevention and control. 
This includes-

(a) Maintaining liaison with local, State, and 
Federal health authorities and evaluating animal dis­
ease, infestation, and infection in areas near or on mili­
tary installations. 

(b) Examining privately-owned, wild, or other 
animals, maintained on or introduced into military in­
stallations, and advising on their control and handling. 
1fa serious, communicable disease is discovered, the in­
fected animals may be treated, quarantined, or euthan­
ized by the same procedures used for infected Govern­
ment animals. 

(c) Coordinating with the installation engineer 
or public works center for measures to control arthro­
pod vectors capable of transmitting diseases as pre­
scribed in AR 420-76, BUMEDINST 6250.6, and AFR 
91-21, and for disposal of dead animals found on the 
installation as prescribed in AFR 125-3. 

(d) On those installations where a formal disease 
control program is ongoing (for example, plague), es­
tablish procedures to ensure that animals will not be dis­
posed of without coordination with the installation vet­
erinary representative. 

(e) Providing professional advice for the care of 
animals impounded or quarantined. The veterinary 
services operates the stray impoundment facility on 
Army, Navy, and Marine Corps installations. The 
installation commander will be responsible for the cap­
ture, impoundment, disposal, or otherwise physical 
control of privately-owned and stray animals on mili­
tary installations. If use of military impoundment facili­
ties is not practicable, the installation commander will 
provide for adequate off-installation impoundment fa­
cilities. 

(/) Providing a humane euthanasia service for 
wild, abandoned, and stray animals in order to assist in 
controlling diseases and animal populations. 

(g) Conducting animal disease surveys after pro-

tocol approval is received from the major Army com- • na 
ticmand (MACOM). Maintaining close coordination with 
wiState, county, host country, and other wildlife agencies. 

(h) Publishing at least quarterly the installation or 
iqpolicy on confinement and disposition of stray and un­ •

that the veterinary service inspects animal food for 
wholesomeness and, when requested, for other contract 
requirements. 

e. State, Federal, and local health authority liaison. 
In this capacity, veterinary personnel will-

(1) Ensure that liaison is maintained with civilian 
health agencies in matters pertaining to animal health, 
veterinary public health, and zoonotic disease surveil­
lance. 

(2) Ensure coordination of wild animal survey 
programs on military installations in conjunction with 
State, Federal, and foreign government programs and 
agencies. When surveys demonstrate a potential public 
health impact, appropriate installation medical person­
nel will be notified. 

(3) Ensure that the veterinary service serves as the 
commander's representative, upon request, in any and 
all matters within the scope of this regulation and relat­
ed directives. 

(4) Serve as a special staff officer to the installation 
commander in matters pertaining to all facets of this 
regulation.
