Single arrest fingerprint cards and related 
material, alphabetical name indices, which were generated 
in connection with the single arrest of individuals. 

There are approximately 5 million single 
fingerprint cards on individuals born prior to 1/1/29. 
Most of these records represent single arrests for non­
serious offenses. Positive activity within these records 
is at an identification rate of approximately O. 07%. 
Inasmuch as these records are not automated and have a low 
activity rate, searching is a time consuming and labor 
intensive effort which significantly increases the length 
of the FBI respose time to the law enforcement and civil 
community.
