This file contains monthly data on all charter flights
operated by U.S. airlines and charter flights to and 
from the U.S. operated by foreign airlines. For the 
period 1968-1975, the file provides the total number of 
charter flights of the same type flown by a carrier 
during the reporting period that had identical itiner­
aries. In 1976 the file expanded to provide carrier, 
aircraft type, capacity contracted for, traffic carried, 
carrier revenue, type of charter, and distance data for 
all charter group flight legs moving on a specific 
flight number. Between 1968 and 1975, the file was cut 
off annually. After 1975, it is cut off at irregular 
intervals, After 1979 aircraft type, flight number and 
capacity contracted for were eliminated from the file.
